Chandrashekhar Azad was a great hero of India’s freedom struggle. He was born on July 23,

1906, in a simple family in Jhabua district, Madhya Pradesh. His father’'s name was Sitaram, and

his mother’s name was Jagrani Devi. His parents wanted him to become a Sanskrit scholar, so

they sent him to Varanasi to study, but he wasn’t interested. He went to his grandfather’s house

in Alipur, where he learned archery from the Bhil people and soon became a skilled marksman.

Later, he returned to Kashi and tried studying Sanskrit, but he didn’t like staying in one place. He
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would swim in the Ganga for hours or listen to stories from the Ramayana and Mahabharata. He

loved tales of brave warriors.

When Azad was 10-11 years old, the British massacred hundreds of innocent Indians at
Jallianwala Bagh. This incident shook him deeply. Despite his young age, he resolved to fight
against the British. When Gandhiji launched the Non-Cooperation Movement in 1921, 15-year-
old Chandrashekhar joined it. He was arrested, and when asked his details in court, he boldly
said:

Name: Azad

Father’s name: Swatantrata (Freedom)

Address: Jail

From then on, he became famous as “Azad.”

Azad joined a large revolutionary organization that believed the British could only be driven out
of India by fear. In 1925, his group stopped a train near Kakori Station and looted the
government treasury. Many revolutionaries were caught, but Azad escaped. The British
announced a reward for his capture, but Azad vowed never to be caught alive.

In the Kakori case, his comrades Ramprasad Bismil, Ashfaqulla, and others were hanged. The
responsibility of leading the revolutionary group fell on Azad. With companions like Bhagat
Singh, he intensified the fight against the British. In 1928, to avenge Lala Lajpatrai’s death, they
killed police officer Saunders. In 1929, Bhagat Singh and Batukeshwar Dutt threw a bomb in
the Assembly, but Azad escaped again.

On February 27, 1931, the police surrounded Azad in Allahabad’s Alfred Park. He fought them
for an hour. When his bullets ran low, he used the last one to shoot himself, fulfilling his vow
never to be captured alive. Today, a statue stands in Alfred Park, and everyone pays tribute to
the brave soul who sacrificed his life for India’s freedom.

He gave his life for India’s independence but never bowed to the British.

Aryabhatta was very intelligent from a young
age. He gained deep knowledge of mathematics and astronomy at an early age. He made such
astonishing contributions to these fields that they still inspire us today. The whole world was
impressed by his knowledge.

At the age of 25, Aryabhatta wrote a very important book called Aryabhatiya. In this book, he
explained many mysteries of mathematics and astronomy.

Aryabhatta made many amazing discoveries that are still important today:

o Discovery of zero: He introduced the concept of zero, which is the foundation of all
calculations today.

o Value of Pi (TT): He calculated the value of pi (TT) as 3.1416, which was very accurate.

o Earth’s motion: Aryabhatta was the first to say that the Earth rotates on its axis and revolves
around the Sun.

Because
of him, many new discoveries in mathematics and astronomy became possible.

India’s first satellite was named Aryabhata in his honor. Many schools, universities, and research
institutes are named after him. Even today, his theories are taught in schools. Aryabhatta’s life
teaches us that with hard work and dedication, we can achieve great things.
